SUBJECT: Purchase and Installation of Two Inserta Water Line Valves

SUMMARY

Water Ultilities is requesting approval for the purchase and installation of two 20-inch Side
Spur AVT Inserta Valves. The first valve will be installed on Massard Rd. near the Dallas St.
intersection. This installation will be utilized in conjunction with a leak repair on a 20-inch
transmission line. This leak is the only one left from 2022 and is our oldest leak on the list for
repair. Currently, to repair this leak, water services from Horan Dr. to Rogers Ave. would need
to be shut down for the duration of the related work. The installation of this valve would greatly
reduce the area affected by a shutdown for years to come.

The second valve will be installed on Euper Ln., just east of 1-540. This valve will provide
Water Utilities with the ability to isolate a 20-inch transmission line that crosses underneath I-
540. Following construction of 1-540 within this area, Water Utilities has had five (5) water
lines fail underneath the interstate ranging from 2-inches to 8-inches in diameter, each of
these lines were subsequently abandoned. A failure of this 20-inch water line would cause
difficulty in delivering water to certain areas of the city. A project to replace the water line and
install this valve has been designed yet no bids were received in 2024.

The total cost for the two valves, including installation, is $140,800.00. Purchasing the two
valves at the same time will provide cost savings of $10,000.00 on mobilization compared to
purchasing separately at an individual cost of $75,400.00, for a total cost of $150,800.00.

SUBJECT: Park Master Planning Agreement for Former ACME Brick Company Property

SUMMARY

The Board of Directors unanimously approved the purchase of approximately 111 acres
formerly utilized by the ACME Brick Company for "Parks and Recreation purposes and
stormwater mitigation purposes" at their October 10, 2023 Regular Meeting (Resolution No. R-
184-23). The purchase of this property was split between the Parks and Recreation Budget
(General Fund) and the Engineering Sales Tax Program. This funding allocation was made
based on the intent for future development of the property to include mountain biking and
hiking trails, active and passive recreation to support such trails, and the potential for
commercial development. Any future development is to be identified through a master
planning process performed by a qualified firm.

As was noted in the October 8, 2024 agenda packet, the Board of Directors requested a
nationwide advertisement of a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) to solicit professional firms to
provide master planning services. A total of thirteen (13) responses were received and
reviewed by an evaluation committee, as identified in the attached document. Following in-
person interviews with the top three firms, RDG Planning & Design, Inc. out of Des Moines,
lowa was selected as the most qualified firm to complete a master plan for the former ACME
Brick Company property.

An agreement with RDG Planning & Design, Inc. was presented to the Board for consideration
during their October 8, 2024 Regular Meeting. However, this agreement was not approved
based on the Board's concern this would substantially delay the stormwater mitigation
component of the former ACME Brick Company property. During their January 14, 2025 Study
Session, the Board of Directors heard a presentation from both RDG and Halff Associates,
engineering firm selected for the design of the detention ponds, regarding the need for a
unified approach to planning for the development of this approximate 111-acre property. The
design and subsequent construction of detention ponds on both the east and west sides of Old
Greenwood Road remain the priority for this property and any future development, including
parks and recreation purposes, will not impede the construction or functionality of the detention
ponds.

To ensure future development of this property meets the goals of the Board, City
Administration, and citizens, it is necessary for the City to engage in a park master planning
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agreement in conjunction with the engineering services agreement the Engineering
Department will oversee (Resolution No. R-18-25). The collaborative effortse3 these two
agreements will help ensure a successful project that achieves both stormwater mitigation
purposes and future development of the property.

While this master plan agreement falls under the purview of the Parks and Recreation
Department, it is important to note these services are not exclusive to park amenities. Instead,
the goal of this process is to identify the best mixed-use development of the property. The
identification of such mixed-use development is a critical component to the master planning
process. As noted above, mountain biking and hiking trails have been identified as one use
for this property and will remain incorporated throughout the master planning process.
Additionally, since both parcels adjoin residential neighborhoods, it is imperative to involve
these stakeholders at the onset of planning, as any development of this property will impact
them. Given the size and location of this property, citizen engagement throughout the city is
critical to ensure all citizens are given opportunities to provide their input for this generational
project. The development of a master plan will also allow the City to seek grants and/or private
funding opportunities.

The attached resolution authorizes the Mayor to execute an agreement with RDG Planning &
Design, Inc. to perform master planning services for the former ACME Brick Company
property for an amount not to exceed $422,000.00. Funding for this is included in the adopted
Fiscal Year 2025 Budget.

Please note this amount is less than the agreement presented during the October 8, 2024
Regular Meeting. While a complete master plan is the ideal path, it is recognized future
development may not occur for several years. Therefore, it is proposed to complete this
master plan in phases. The initial phase being presented to the Board for consideration will
result in three (3) site concept plans based on the results from the land surveys, feasibility
studies, community input, market analysis, and engineering design of the detention ponds.
These conceptual plans will include mixed-use development based on the construction of
detention ponds and the potential for a future conversion to retention ponds. The consideration
of both dry and wet ponds is important to the master planning process, as it will provide the
Board and Administration with multiple concepts for consideration to better formulate a
strategy for the future development of this property. Based on these plans, an operational
model and financial pro forma will be developed to determine potential revenue from the land
(ex. sell of property) and a five-year operational cost projection. This will provide the Board
and Administration with critical information to help guide future decisions regarding this
property.

This project aligns with the goals of the comprehensive plan policies PFS-5.2 (Increase the
use of parks, open space, and recreational programming to improve the health of Fort Smith
residents), NCR-1 (Increase the amount of open space and opportunities for recreation
throughout the City...), FLU-1.4 (Ensure adequate, well-maintained infrastructure, public
safety, and public facilities for all development and prevent development ahead of
infrastructure and service provision), TI-4.1 (Continue to ensure that customers within Fort
Smith have access to reliable water, sewer, drainage, solid waste services by reducing or
eliminating deficiencies and gaps in infrastructure systems), and NCR-2.6 (Reduce
stormwater runoff and flooding).

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AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL CONSULTING SERVICES

This Agreement is made and entered into this 4" day of February 2025, by and between the CITY OF
FORT SMITH, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as “City”, and RDG Planning & Design,
Inc., (Fed. I.D. # 42-1338016), a professional corporation incorporated and licensed under the laws of the
State of lowa, party of the second part, hereinafter referred to as “Consultant” as follows:

THE CITY HEREBY AGREES TO RETAIN THE CONSULTANT FOR THE PROJECT AS DESCRIBED
IN THIS AGREEMENT AND CONSULTANT AGREES TO PERFORM THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
AND FURNISH THE NECESSARY DOCUMENTATION FOR THE PROJECT AS GENERALLY
DESCRIBED IN THIS AGREEMENT.

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Services provided under this Agreement for the FORMER ACME PROPERTY PARK MASTER PLAN
(City Project # , RDG Project # R3006.649.00), shall be as further described in
Attachment A, Scope of Services.

SCHEDULE

The schedule of the professional services to be performed shall conform to the Schedule set forth in
Attachment B. Any deviations from the Schedule shall be approved by the authorized City
representative. The City agrees that the Consultant is not responsible for delays arising from a
change in the scope of services, a change in the scale of the Project or delays resulting from causes
not directly or indirectly related to the actions of the Consultant.

3. COMPENSATION

4,

A.

In consideration of the professional services provided herein, the City agrees to pay the
Consultant a stipulated lump sum in the amount of four hundred twenty-two thousand dollars and
zero cents ($422,000.00), pursuant to the Schedule of Fees set forth in Attachment C.

The Consultant shall invoice the City monthly for services, based upon services completed at the
time of the invoice. Final payment shall be due and payable within 30 days of the City’s
acceptance of Consultant's submission of final deliverables in accordance with the Scope of
Services.

In consideration of the compensation paid to the Consultant, the Consultant agrees to perform all
professional services to the satisfaction of the City by performing the professional services in a
manner consistent with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of
Consultant’'s profession currently practicing under similar circumstances. If the performance of
this Agreement involves the services of others or the furnishing of equipment, supplies, or
materials, the Consultant agrees to pay for the same in full.

INSURANCE

A.

Consultant understands and agrees that Consultant shall have no right of coverage under any
and all existing or future City comprehensive, self or personal injury policies. Consultant shall
provide insurance coverage for and on behalf of Consultant that will sufficiently protect Consultant
or Consultant’ representative(s) in connection with the professional services which are to be
provided by Consultant pursuant to this Agreement, including protection from claims for bodily
injury, death, property damage, and lost income. Consultant shall provide worker’s compensation
insurance coverage for Consultant and all Consultant’s personnel in the amount required by law.
Consultant shall file applicable insurance certificates with the City, and shall also provide
evidence of the following additional coverage.

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B. The Consultant shall provide evidence of comprehensive general liability coverage and
contractual liability insurance by an insurance company licensed to do business in the State of
Arkansas in the limits of at least $1,000,000 each personal injury accident and/or death;
$1,000,000 general aggregate personal injury and/or death; and $1,000,000 for each property
damage accident. The evidence shall designate the City as an additional insured, and that it
cannot be canceled or materially altered without giving the City at least thirty (30) days written
notice by registered malil, return receipt requested.

C. The Consultant shall also provide evidence of automobile liability coverage in the limits of at least
$1,000,000 bodily injury and property damage combined. The evidence shall designate the City
as an additional insured, and that it cannot be cancelled or materially altered without giving the
City at least thirty (30) days written notice by registered mail, return receipt requested.

D. The Consultant shall provide evidence of professional liability insurance, by an insurance
company licensed to do business in the State of Arkansas, in the limit of $1,000,000 for claims
arising out of the professional liability of the Consultant. Consultant shall provide City written
notice within five (5) days by registered mail, return receipt requested of the cancellation or
material alteration of the professional liability policy.

E. Failure of Consultant to maintain any of the insurance coverages set forth above shall constitute a
material breach of this Agreement.

Any notice to the parties required under this agreement shall be in writing, delivered to the person

designated below, by United States mail or in hand delivery, at the indicated address unless
otherwise designated in writing.

GENERAL COMPLIANCE

In the conduct of the professional services contemplated hereunder, the Consultant shall comply with
applicable state, federal, and local law, rules, and regulations, technical standards, or specifications
issued by the City. Consultant must qualify for and obtain any required licenses prior to
commencement of work, including any professional licenses necessary to perform work within the
State of Arkansas.

STANDARD OF CARE

Services provided by the Consultant under this Agreement shall be performed in a manner consistent
with that degree of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of the same profession currently
practicing under similar circumstances.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Consultant understands and agrees that the Consultant and Consultant’'s employees and
representatives are not City employees. Consultant shall be solely responsible for payment of
salaries, wages, payroll taxes, unemployment benefits, or any other form of compensation or benefit
to Consultant or Consultant's employees, representatives or other personnel performing the
professional services specified herein, whether it be of a direct or indirect nature. Further, it is
expressly understood and agreed that for such purposes neither Consultant nor Consultant’'s

employees, representatives or other personnel shall be entitled to any City payroll, insurance,
unemployment, worker’s compensation, retirement, or any other benefits whatsoever.

NON-DISCRIMINATION

Consultant will not discriminate against any employee of applicant for employment because of race,
color, sex, national origin, religion, age, handicap, or veteran status. Consultant will, where
appropriate or required, take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that
employees are treated, during employment, without regard to their race, color, sex, or national origin,
religion, age, handicap, or veteran status. Consultant will cooperate with the City in using
Consultant’s best efforts to ensure that Disadvantaged Business Enterprises are afforded the
maximum opportunity to compete for subcontracts of work under this Agreement.

HOLD HARMLESS

Consultant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City, its officers, agents, and employees from
any and all claims, settlements and judgments, to include all reasonable investigative fees, attorney’s
fees, and court costs for any damage or loss which is due to or arises from Consultant’s breach of
this Agreement, or from Consultant’s negligent acts, errors or omissions in the performance of
professional services under this Agreement and those of its sub consultants or anyone for whom
Consultant is legally liable.

ASSIGNMENT

Consultant shall not assign or otherwise transfer this Agreement or any right or obligations therein
without first receiving prior written consent of the City.

APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS

The funds appropriated for this Agreement are equal to or exceed the compensation to be paid to
Consultant. The City’s continuing obligations under this Agreement may be subject to appropriation of
funding by the City’s Board of Directors. In the event that sufficient funding is not appropriated in
whole or in part for continued performance of the City’s obligations under this Agreement, or if
appropriated funding is not expended due to City spending limitations, the City may terminate this
Agreement without further compensation to the Consultant. To the greatest extent allowed by law, the
City shall compensate Consultant as provided in Section 18(B) of this Agreement.

AUTHORIZED AMENDMENTS TO AGREEMENT

A. The Consultant and the City acknowledge and agree that no amendment to this Agreement or
other form, order or directive may be issued by the City which requires additional compensable
work to be performed if such work causes the aggregate amount payable under the amendment,
order or directive to exceed the amount appropriated for this Agreement as listed in Section 3,
above, unless the Consultant has been given a written assurance by the City that lawful
appropriation to cover the costs of the additional work has been made.

B. The Consultant and the City further acknowledge and agree that no amendment to this
Agreement or other form, order or directive which requires additional compensable work to be
performed under this Agreement shall be issued by the City unless funds are available to pay
such additional costs, and the Consultant shall not be entitled to any additional compensation for
any additional compensable work performed under this Agreement. The Consultant expressly
waives any right to additional compensation, whether in law or equity, unless prior to commencing
the additional work the Consultant was given a written amendment, order or directive describing
the additional compensable work to be performed and setting forth the amount of compensation
to be paid, such amendment, order or directive to be approved by the City’s Board of Directors
and signed by the authorized City representative. It is the Consultant’s sole responsibility to know,

determine, and ascertain the authority of the City representative signing any amendment,
directive or order.

OWNERSHIP OF CONSULTING DOCUMENTS

All sketches, tracings, plans, specifications, reports, and other data prepared under this Agreement
shall become the property of the City; a reproducible set shall be delivered to the City at no additional
cost to the City upon completion of the plans or termination of the services of the Consultant. All
drawings and data shall be transmitted in a durable material, with electronic files provided when
feasible to do so. The Consultant’s liability for use of the sketches, tracings, plans, specifications,
reports, and other data prepared under this Agreement shall be limited to the Project.

INTERPRETATION

No amendment or modification of this Agreement shall be valid unless expressed in writing and
executed by the parties hereto in the same manner as the execution of the Agreement. This is a
completely integrated Agreement and contains the entire agreement of the parties; any prior written
or oral agreements shall be of no force or effect and shall not be binding upon either party. The laws
of the State of Arkansas shall govern and any judicial action under the terms of this Agreement shall
be exclusively within the jurisdiction of the Circuit Court of Sebastian County, Arkansas.

COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL LAW

To the extent any federal appropriation has or will be provided for the Project, or any federal
requirement is imposed on the Project, Consultant agrees that Consultant will comply with all relevant
laws, rules and regulations imposed on City and/or Consultant necessary for receipt of the federal
appropriation. Consultant shall provide appropriate certification regarding Consultant’'s compliance.

SOLICITATION AND PERFORMANCE

A. The Consultant warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or person, other than
a bona fide employee working for the Consultant, to solicit or secure this Agreement, and that the
Consultant has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person other than a bona fide
employee, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee.

B. The Consultant shall not engage the services of any person or persons in the employ of the City
at the time of commencing such services without the written consent of the City.

SUSPENSION AND TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

A. The right is reserved by the City to suspend this Agreement at any time. Such suspension may
be effected by the City giving written notice to the Consultant, and shall be effective as of the date
established in the suspension notice. Payment for Consultant’s services shall be made by the
City for services performed to the date established in the suspension notice. Should the City
reinstate the work after notice of suspension, such reinstatement may be accomplished by thirty
(30) days written notice within a period of six (6) months after such suspension, unless this period
is extended by written consent of the Consultant.

B. Upon ten (10) days written notice to the Consultant, the City may terminate the Agreement at any
time if it is found that reasons beyond the control of either the City or Consultant make it
impossible or against the City’s interest to complete the Agreement. In such case, the Consultant
shall have no claims against the City except for the value of the work performed up to the date
the Agreement is terminated.

C. The City may also terminate this Agreement at any time if it is found that the Consultant has

violated any material term or condition of this Agreement or that Consultant has failed to maintain
workers’ compensation insurance or other insurance provided for in this Agreement. In the event

of such default by the Consultant, the City may give ten (10) days written notice to the Consultant
of the City’s intent to terminate the Agreement. Consultant shall have ten (10) days from
notification to remedy the conditions constituting the default.

D. Inthe event that this Agreement is terminated in accordance with paragraph C of this section, the
City may take possession of any work and may complete any work by whatever means the City
may select. The cost of completing said work shall be deducted from the balance which would
have been due to the Consultant had the Agreement not been terminated and work completed in
accordance with contract documents.

E. The Consultant may terminate this Agreement if it is found that the City has violated any material
term or condition of this Agreement. In the event of such default by the City, the Consultant shall
give ten (10) days written notice to the City of the Consultant’s intent to terminate the Agreement.
City shall have ten (10) days from notification to remedy the conditions constituting the default.

TAXES

The Consultant shall pay all sales and use taxes required to be paid to the State of Arkansas on the
work covered by this Agreement. The Consultant shall execute and deliver and shall cause any sub-
consultant or subcontractor to execute and deliver to the City certificates as required to permit the
City to make application for refunds of said sales and use taxes as applicable. The City is a
municipal corporation and not subject to state and local tax, use tax, or federal excise taxes.
SEVERABILITY

If any portion of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction,
the remaining portions of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect.

MISCELLANEOUS HEADINGS

Title to articles, paragraphs, and subparagraphs are for information purposes only and shall not be
considered a substantive part of this Agreement.

FURTHER ASSURANCES

Each party hereby agrees to execute and deliver such additional instruments and documents and to
take all such other action as the other party may reasonably request from time to time in order to
effect the provisions and purposes of this Agreement.

COUNTERPARTS

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall constitute an
original document, no other counterpart needing to be produced, and all of which when taken
together shall constitute the same instrument.

EXECUTION
This Agreement together with the Attachments and schedules identified above constitute the entire
agreement between City and Consultant and supersede all prior written or oral understandings. This

Agreement and said Attachments and schedules may only be amended, supplemented, or modified,
by a duly executed written Amendment to this Agreement.

SUMMARY

Since 2018 we have instituted a vehicle replacement schedule in our Commercial Collections
Division (program 6303) at the recommendation of the rate study. For 2025, we are
requesting to replace two of these trucks, assets 506 and 84. Asset 506 is a 2015-year model
with 131,069 miles and a lifetime repair cost of $210,476. Asset 84 is a 2013-year model with
161,3645 miles and a lifetime repair cost of $180,728. With the purchase of these new
collection vehicles, we’ll be able to place asset 272 and 857 on our spare or backup list and
can use them whenever we have a main line truck that’s inoperable. If we’re able to complete
this purchase, we can auction or otherwise sell assets 506 and 84 as they’re in poor condition
and no longer reliable.

If assets 506 and 84 are left on the line, they will require repairs including: walking beam
bushing replacement, slides-pins-bushing replacement for packer system, major electrical
problems, steering issues, front suspension issues, PTO problems, worn out packer bodies,
and weak hydraulics.

The total cost for both vehicles is estimated at $970,953.20. The purchase will be made
through Sourcewell Contract #032824-ATC, which is a cooperative purchasing program.
